Item 6
Discussions:
Participants noted that the Health Organisations’ regular networking meetings are very useful and informative. However, there is room for further discussion on how to develop the format of the meeting so that we can make it more fruitful. 
 

Suggestions agreed:
1. Invite and involve people from UNICEF, the WHO, and the MoH to our regular meetings so that information is shared and problems and concerns of Health NGOs are heard. 
2. Hold two meetings for each topic. At the first meeting, those organizations with an active interest in the suggested topic could present their topic related work and at the end of their presentations have a Question and Answer session. Then, the second meeting could be seen as an opportunity to promote further discussion on the same topic, maybe as a workshop, but culminating in the plenary group as a whole setting up any possible action plans and appointing those to be responsible for carrying them out. There should be feedback at the subsequent meeting under "Matters Arising from the Minutes". If there are specific issues that need to be brought to the attention of the Ministry or Government departments, we could agree whom to invite for the next meeting. In this way, busy officials from the Ministry or Government Departments would only be invited to attend meetings appropriate to their specific field. 
3. New-comers send brief information about their organizations to the e-mail address healthnetting@yahoo.co.uk. If these were attached to the end of the Minutes of the meeting, everyone would have a permanent record.

5. Send the agenda to the participants of the next meeting on Life skills and Community Based Approach that Peace Corps will chair a week before the meeting. This will help participants to get a better idea about the topic and be prepared what to ask and clarify during the meeting. Also, if they expect more than 20 participants to join the meeting, let Tuya at VSO know so that she can arrange a bigger room for the meeting in January. 
6. "Doctors of the World", the new attendant of the meetings, gave a brief presentation on its activities: It works mainly on Tuberculosis and Alcoholism, and will implement the projects in Mongolia in cooperation with local government and non-government organizations.
