"Strengthening the Primary Health Care in Mongolia" 

Orgil, President, Mongolian Association of Family Doctors

Delivery PHC to the population through Family Doctor’s service of Family Group Practice needs to increase access and improve quality of services. During more than 10 years Mongolia has made concrete steps in innovations in the health sector based on an objective assessment of the past. 

By the Mongolian Parliament in 2001 the state policy on Public Health was approved, which has been important for the development pf PHC in the country. 

What is PHC?

PHC is essential health care based on practicalities and is scientifically sound. It is the first level of contact of individuals and the family of the community with the national health system, bringing health care where the people live and work. 

Main elements of PHC

· Health education 

· Promotion of food supply and proper nutrition 

· An adequate supply of safe water and basic sanitation 

· Maternal and child health care, including family planning 

· Government pay attention for maternal and child health 

· Immunization against the major infections diseases /considered achievement/ 

· Appropriate treatment of common diseases and injuries 

· Prevention and control of locally endemic diseases /brucellosis, iodine deficiency, fluoride in water/ 

· Provision and supply of essential drugs

Why the international organizations have given an emphasis on PHC?
WHO, UNICEF, UNFPA and other international agencies consider that PHC is a key for achievement of strategic goals of "Health for All" and of human development in the context of social equity. On these 2 major social targets for countries, WHO and other professional agencies are in agreement. 

Mongolian Government has been giving certain emphasis to developing PHC in the country. 

Maintaining and promoting health status for elder people based on increasing quality of life. 

Protecting and promoting health status for the poor based on integration of health services within social security measures. /International NGO’s in Mongolia/
