Questions and answers: 

Q1: from Centre for Health Education & Advocacy : “Why have foreign citizens used our facility?”

Answer from Baigal: “Because they  were living and working here.”

Q2 : from Peace Corps : “What happens to women who are found inebriated in the street? Are district sobering up cells only for men?” 

Answer : “There is only one sobering up cell for women in the whole of UB, situated near the railway, due to substantially less demand”.

Q3 : from a Medical Doctor in the public : “Is Anti-D drug effective?” 

Answer from Lkhamsuren : “ the drug is not registered here and is therefore prohibited” from Tuya : “It is now registered but as food supplement”. 

Q4 : from the same person as above :

 “How effective is it when the person is being treated under duress?” 

Answer  from MAANT: “this is only applicable to the initial stage of detoxification, other procedures deal with long term treatment.”

Q5 from Dicken MDM : “How about starting a forum to cooperate on addressing alcohol issues?”
