Addendum to the Minutes

Synopsis of the Discussion on “Road Safety as a Public Health Issue”

During and after the presentation given by S. Enkhtur, Police Major, Senior Officer, Public Relations Department of the Mongolian Traffic Police Authority, the following issues were discussed and/or addressed:

· The main causes of road traffic crashes are (i) exceeding the speed limit, (ii) drink-driving (iii) driving with right-hand steering wheel
· Better infrastructure, traffic management and education might be the appropriate approaches for traffic accident prevention

· To increase awareness of the impact of road traffic injuries among the government sector (health, transport, education, police), non-governmental organizations, academia, and the private sector 

· Reduce the number of old vehicles (also, environmentally unfriendly) by tax and technical inspection policies

· Cameras to be installed in the main crossroads to control the violation of traffic rules & regulations (but, can be not affordable for some territorial units’ budget)

· Switch traffic police personnel between the different districts, territorial units (may be efficient for Mongolia and Ulaanbaatar, as people from the same district know each other: drivers know the traffic police staff and therefore have a divided loyalty).
· Pedestrians to use reflectors for night time/darkness

· Identify interested partners from different sectors and institutions who can contribute to national road traffic injury prevention efforts and establish a national coalition to promote road safety in Mongolia

· Use educational TV and Radio programmes, and Newspapers

· Improve the cooperation & coordination between general public, khoroo governor’s office staff, family clinic staff, educational institutions like schools and colleges, etc.
