Q-1 Javzan (Dolma Ling Community Center)
What is the recommended period of pregnancy to take this medicine for abortion?
Answer
This medicine would be taken till 49 days of pregnancy. 

We found out that there is medicine for abortion made in China being sold illegally and without any instruction how to use it. 

Q-2 What are the key challenges in this field?

Answer
My personal feeling is that instead of considering an abortion we need to consider how abortions arise. Otherwise abortions will never stop.

Looking at the medical services and curative care at the state health facilities, the clients are not satisfied with the quality and access to health services. 

Answer
Yes I agree with you. Because of shortage of qualified gynecologists and obstetricians in rural areas, the quality of reproductive services is not good. Many of the outpatients` private hospitals are still doing illegal abortions.

Q-1 Bukhuu (Sante Sude)

Please could you let us know the overall picture of the implementation of the National Programme on Reproductive Health 

Answer

There are many interventions being taken under the National Programme on Reproductive Health. Many agencies such as UNDP, UNICEF and other local NGOs have been implementing activities on reproductive health, STI/HIV.  Unfortunately, we still face serious problems and challenges, such as the quality of abortion procedures, lack of qualified health professionals,  sale of freely distributed contraceptives,  and unreliable statistics on  abortion.

Many studies on Reproductive health show us the majority of those women having an abortion, are at grassroots level or lowly educated.
